B (Nov 20" ) Brown Bag Lunch Seminar

In the 167" Brown Bag Lunch Seminar hosted by
FASID (at FASID seminar room), Mr. Minoru Obayashi
(president, TCSF) gave a lecture as a guest speaker.
Theme of the lecture was “the new partnership and
TICAD IV”. About 30 people participated and had a
lively discussion.

B (Nov 22" NGO study group’s symposium
NGO study group “The Role of Network NGOs” hosted
by MoFA, of which TCSF runs secretariat, organized a
symposium ‘What Can Civil Society Networks between
the North and the South Do?’ at National Olympics
Memorial Youth Center, Tokyo. With 2 invited
representatives from German and Malawian NGOs as
guest speakers, Japanese NGOs and intellectuals
exchanged opinions, notably on the difference
between the roles of civil societies in the North and the
South.
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(Oct 27™, Tokyo) TICAD IV-NGO network(TNnet), of
which TCSF runs a secretariat, implemented a
international symposium toward TICAD IV “Re-
thinking African Development from Point of View of
Civil Society - What can TICAD do to achieve the
Millennium Development Goals?” at UN House.

The host was Adogony Lolo, TV personality from Benin.
Following an opening remark by Mr. Osamu Uno (vice
minister of MoFA), presentations were given by the
representatives of Japanese and African civil society,
and on behalf of TICAD co-organizers, Mr. Shuichiro
Megata (MoFA), Mr. Shunichi Murata(UNDP), H.E. Mr.
E.E.E. Mtango (Dean of Africa Diplomatic Corps), and
Ms. Marjon Kamara (UNHCR) gave comments. More
than 300 participants attended, including TICAD co-
organizers and the Africa Diplomatic Corps. The
symposium was introduced on The Asahi Shimbun
(newspaper) Nov 26" issue and is streamed on
demand at http://www.ourplanet-tv.org/video/works/.
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(Oct 30"-31%, Lusaka) On TICAD IV regional
preparatory meeting in Zambia, a civil society session
was held with the support of TNnet. 12 people from
NGOs in Zambia, 5 people from south-eastern African
region, and 2 people from TNnet attended the
meeting. On the session, discussions were made by
the view of civil society on TICAD process, Economic
Development: Investment-Trade, Human Security, and
Environment. At the plenary meeting on the 2" day of
the preparatory meeting, Mr. Joseph Ssuuna,
president of the civil society session, introduced to the
plenary the proposal, the summary of the session, and
gained approval from the participants, including the
chairman of the plenary. This opportunity
demonstrated the importance of civil society in the
TICAD process.
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(Nov 9™, Tokyo) Toward TICAD IV, the 4™
periodic consultation between MoFA and NGOs on
TICAD was held due to exchange opinions among
NGOs and MoFA. On the meeting, along with the
discussion of TICAD regional preparatory meeting,
introduction of Africa Partnership Forum to be
held in Argeria was given by Mr. Seiji Okada
(MoFA). The occasion gathered 30 participants
from NGOs, MoFA, and international cooperation
organizations.
