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(Tokyo, October 14) TCSF, and other
organization (British Embassy, DFID,
JANIC, JICA, and Hottokenai Sekai no
Mazushisa (Don't let it be - World Poverty)
co-organized the workshop titled “Learning
from 2005, Looking Towards 2008:
Government and Civil Society Working
Together on Development Policy and
Poverty Reduction” on October 14. First,
the invited staffs of DFID, UK NGOs and
Tanzanian NGO have shared their success
and challenges of 2005 campaign for
Poverty Reduction. Then, all the
participants discussed the role of civil
society towards 2008 G8 Summit and
TICAD 1V that will be hosted in Japan.
100 participants attended the morning
open symposium, and about 50
participants attended and discussed the
afternoon semi-closed workshop actively.
TCSF has organized the workshop C on
“Bringing Voice of the South to 2008
Campaign”. Participants agreed the
importance of the role of Japanese civil
society, and the necessity of early
preparation and good coordination among
different actors.
