In Malawi, 20 representatives from NGOs
and 3 governmental officials participated
(35 in total) and in Tokyo, 12 participants
including governmental officials attended.
In the seminar, possible cooperation
between the both civil societies was
discussed, following the introduction of
TICAD and TCSF and the evaluation by
MEJN of Japan’s aid to Malawi. This
seminar was covered by a local dally
newspaper, “The Nation” on Jan. 11", The
report will be put on TCSF website.
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TCSF Study Session “Civic Commission for Africa(C-CfA)”
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(Tokyo, January 11) TCSF Research Centre
organised the 9™ study session on “Civic
Commission for Africa (C-CfA)”, the concept
of which is proposed by TCSF in order for
voices of African civil societies to be
effectively reflected in the international
arena in Japan in 2008. Unlike the
“Commission for Africa (CfA)"” established
by Tony Blair in 2005, C-CfA will be an
African civil society centred organisation.
Details of C-CfA is to be fixed based on a
discussion with African NGOs in WSF (see
the item 3). The concept paper of C-CfA (in
English) and the report of this study session
(in Japanese) is already on our website.

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(January 23, Nairobi) TCSF is holding a
workshop “Creating Effective Partnership
between African & Japanese Civil Society for
Improving Aid toward TICAD IV & G8
Summit in Japan 2008"at the 7" World
Social Forum (WSF) in Nairobi. The African
and Japanese NGOs are to review the past
cooperation between NGOs of Africa and
Japan, and discuss how to create effective
partnership towards 2008.
